H. DeMars opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Roll call was taken.  H. DeMars stated he had a couple changes to the Agenda but would address them under Administrative Business.  H. DeMars then recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest as an abutting property owner and moved to the gallery of interested parties.
F. LaFromboise, point person, read the warning for Hearing #01-16BA – William Haeger – application for Boundary Adjustment for residential/agricultural property located at 6 Pond Road, identified by Tax Map Parcel ID #02-01-56.3.  Those present were William Haeger and Linda Haeger.  
Mr. LaFromboise administered the oath.  J. Parizo, ZAO, advised the Board that Mr. Haeger was seeking to relieve his property tax burden by changing his property from two lots back to one.  Mr. Haeger concurred.  The Board reviewed the map of the Haeger property.  The septic remained the same.  After a brief discussion the Board approved the change from two parcels to one.  J. Parizo advised Mr. Haeger that a new Mylar would have to be filed, stating Mr. Haeger could come to his office and he, ZAO, would talk to him about it.  

H. DeMars stated on the record that he was against it, years ago, when Mr. Haeger originally changed the property to two lots.  DeMars spoke of the Haegers being good neighbors and apologized for his position at that earlier hearing.  S. Robinson moved the Board accept the application as filed with the DRB.  B. Ayres seconded and all voted unanimously in favor by voice vote, 5/0.  The motion carried.

S. Robinson made a motion to close Hearing #01-16BA.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed 5/0.

The hearing closed at 7:09 p.m.  Mr. and Mrs. Haeger left the building.

H. DeMars rejoined the Board.  The ZAO answered general questions from the Board about changing two lots back to one, the number of houses which can be on a lot, setbacks, frontage and tax bills.  Reference was made to a memo to the Planning Commission about changes between volume and capacity in the Bylaws,  and the ZAO referred to the State of Vermont fire safety and said there are not a lot of Federal regulations.  He stated that people need to get their permits for fire safety from the State before they come before the Board,

The Board went off the record to go into deliberative session.  ZAO J. Parizo left the building, the clerk left the room.  Panos Lekkas arrived during the deliberative session and left the room during deliberations.

On the record.  The clerk returned to the meeting room.  P. Lekkas returned to the meeting room.


Discussion took place about a State hearing of the Public Service Board held this same evening at Grand Isle School regarding a petition for solar panels at 109 Allen Road.  There was interest in the topic on the part of several Board members but this meeting night conflicted with the public hearing.  Various means of finding out what took place at the school were discussed including the possibility of an Islander article  or LCATV coverage.

After the discussion about solar panels, F. LaFromboise left the building.


Next order of business was the Minutes of January 20, 2016.  S. Robinson made a motion the Minutes be adopted as written.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All approved by voice vote except L. Caron who abstained.  The motion passed 5/1.

The Rules of Procedure and Conflict of Interest will be reviewed and signed at the next meeting.  H. DeMars suggested a review of Roberts Rules might be beneficial to the Board in making decisions.
