At 7 PM the Administrative Meeting was called to order by H. DeMars, Chair.  There were no hearings scheduled.  Roll call was taken. The order of the Agenda was followed without changes.  Clerk stated that J. Parizo would not be present this evening and shared that he is expecting two or three applications in the future.  

H. Demars said he had hoped the new Bylaws would be available but they are still being reviewed by the Selectboard.  He noted once they are approved there will be a number of changes which will affect decisions made by the DRB, for example State matters which have changed or are new.  Two mentioned are issues of run-off and storm drainage.

The next order of business - Minutes of March 16, 2016.  S. Robinson made a motion the Minutes of March 16, 2016, be accepted as written.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.

The Project Map of Kevin Rock and June Golato (Hearing #11-15SKP & FP) was reviewed and signed by H. DeMars, Chair.  Review of the map generated a discussion pertaining to overshadowing of septic systems, property rights, encroachments, bank financing and lack of use for a well in the overshadowed area.  This led to questions pertaining to other property encroachments such as planting of trees which blocked views, and S. Robinson shared a bit of legal insight and opinion.

The Decision for Hearing #02-16V – Lekkas & Lekka was reviewed and signed by the Chair.  Clerk explained to L. Caron that, though he has been present at all hearings, his name was omitted as a voter on the last page of the Decision because he is an alternate.  H. DeMars added that his vote would change the membership from an uneven number to an even number and could cause a tie vote and that the DRB comprises a five- or seven-member board for that reason.  L. Caron was praised for attending the hearings and meetings as an alternate for the learning opportunity.  He was encouraged to vote verbally and express his opinions.


H. DeMars made a motion to approve the Resolution of Hearing #02-16V as amended by the second draft copy.  F. LaFromboise seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.  The Decision was signed.
There being no hearing scheduled and no administrative business to conduct, S. Robinson made a motion the DRB meeting of May 4, 2016, be cancelled.  F. LaFromboise seconded.  The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  The next DRB meeting will be May 18, 2016, for Hearing #08-07FP – Sylvester, who expects to ask for a 6-month continuance.
