The DRB Meeting was called to order by H. DeMars, Chair.  Roll call was taken.  Responding to the Chair asking if there were any changes to the Agenda, the Clerk advised:  

· the Deliberative Session for Hearing #03-16SPR & CU – Town of Grand Isle would take place after Administrative Business,

· a memo to the Selectboard was prepared for signature which indicates a change in status between F. LaFromboise and L. Caron, 
· a draft Decision for Hearing #04-16CU was among their documents for review.

The warning was read by H. DeMars to open Hearing #05-16SKP – kas, Inc.  Interested parties present were Erik Sandblom, kas, Inc., L. Martel, Troy Wert, K. C. Fantoni, Roy Maynard, Pam Titus and George Scotton.  There was no conflict of interest or ex parte communication.  Chair , H. DeMars, reviewed the definition of interested persons  from the handout sheet titled “Conduct of Grand Isle Development Review Board Hearings.”  The oath was administered.  
Erik Sandblom, of kas, Inc., provided details of the proposed project at 3 Camp Vermont Court, indicating from a map of the property that the parcel was 25+/- acres and consists of several seasonal cabins and a golf course.  He said the property is owned by a number of different individuals which now makes ownership somewhat complicated.  He described the current site as one parcel with one access driveway on the Southeast corner of the property and stated that a clubhouse on the property is still maintained.  Water is supplied by a couple wells.

A year-round, five-lot subdivision is planned.  A number of test-pit soil tests were taken for waste water disposal before finding good soil.  Mr. Sandblom said the two existing drilled wells would be abandoned for a centralized water supply and each lot is expected to be State permitted for 4-bedrooms.

Driveway access, curb cuts and Shoreland rules were discussed and an easement area was indicated.  Each lot will have a number of cabins, which will be left for whatever purpose a buyer may have; however, the plumbing will be removed.  

Mr. Scotten asked a number of questions and made observations.  He inquired whether any of the cabins might be given for public use if not left on the property.  Elevations, shoreland encroachments, the possibility of blasting, environmental protection, soil, road frontage, tree line and moorings were discussed.  Questions  were also asked by Troy Wert, K. C. Fantoni and Roy Maynard.

 B. Ayres made a motion Hearing #05-16SKP – kas, Inc., located at 3 Camp Vermont Court, Identified by Tax Map Parcel ID #05-02-80, be classified as a 

major subdivision.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All Board members present voted in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.

B. Ayres made the motion Hearing #05-16SKP – kas, Inc., be closed.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.
