GRAND ISLE DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD

MINUTES OF AUGUST 17, 2016

The DRB Meeting was called to order by H. DeMars, Chair.  Roll call was taken.  The
clerk noted these changes to the Agenda:  The first order for this evening’s Hearing 06-16SKP & FP will be the Sketch Plan Review to classify the project, and a draft Decision for Hearing #03-16SPR & CU – Town of Grand Isle is prepared for review.  H. DeMars made a motion the Agenda be accepted with the changes noted by the Clerk.  R. Mitchell seconded.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.

The warning was read by R. Mitchell to open Hearing #06-16SKP & FP – East Shore North Trust.  Interested parties present were James Bessett, Christine Bessett, David Hill and Jacquelyn Hill.  S. Robinson expressed a possible conflict of interest regarding a relationship with the Hills but said he could act impartially for the hearing.  The Board approved his participation in this hearing.  J. Parizo noted he had an email from Chris Morgan at 76 East Shore North.  Mr. Morgan stated he had travel plans that he might change in order to attend the meeting and asked if a family member could attend as his proxy.  The ZAO answered his email in the affirmative and suggested he write the DRB clerk requesting interested party status.  Clerk did not receive a letter.  Mr. Morgan did not attend the hearing.  There was no ex parte communication.  
R. Mitchell opened Hearing #06-16SKP, read the definition of interested persons and the oath was administered.  

From a displayed map, Mr. Bessett indicated two parcels, one considerably larger than the other.  He stated the primary reason for the subdivision is because he wants to sell and there were no interested buyers for such a large parcel.  Mr. Bessett stated Mr. and Mrs. Hill were the previous owners of this property.  After listening to Mr. Bessett’s plan, H. DeMars made a motion the Board classify the project as a single lot subdivision for the Bessett property.  L. Caron seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.

R. Mitchell made a motion to close Hearing 06-16SKP for East Shore North Trust.  S. Robinson seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.
R. Mitchell opened Hearing #06-16FP for Final Plat review.  H. DeMars stated the Board had a letter from Keller McKenzie of the law firm Little & Cicchetti asking that this hearing be tabled due to concerns of Mr. and Mrs. Hill regarding the subdivision.   Mr. and Mrs. Hill had written two letters to the DRB submitted as evidence prior to this hearing—one, dated August 12, 2016, was also filed in the Grand Isle Land Records, and the other dated August 15, 2016, addresses the difference in the directions between the recent survey and the one prepared in 2010.  

Mr. Bessett said he believed everything had been worked out between the Hills and himself and his wife.  Mr. and Mrs. Hill offered testimony regarding boundary lines of the property and stated they had discovered a discrepancy between the recent survey and the survey and Mylar done in 2010.  After considerable discussion between the Bessetts, Mr. and Mrs. Hill, the Board and ZAO regarding boundary lines, conditions, project maps and Mylars that must match, Mr. Bessett said he will contact the surveyor who prepared the recent project map and the Mylar of 2010 to learn why the boundary lines are different.  H. DeMars made a motion the Board table this hearing to date and time certain of September 7, 2016, at 7 p.m.  S. Robinson seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice and the Motion passed.
 
On September 7 it is expected Mr. Bassett will have contacted the surveyor to resolve the differences in the boundary lines.  The Board requests a document signed by the surveyor, Mr. and Mrs. Hill and Mr. and Mrs. Bessett that all are in agreement with the boundary lines the surveyor will establish as correct.  There will be a Project Map for the Board to sign with a note of explanation regarding the reason for the new map and a new Mylar will be forthcoming.
