MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 7, 2016

The DRB Meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. by H. DeMars, Chair.  Roll call was taken.  No changes were noted for the Agenda.  S. Robinson made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented.  L. Caron seconded.  The motion passed.

R. Mitchell reopened Hearing #06-16SKP & FP – East Shore North Trust.   James Bessett and Christine Bessett, Interested Persons present were sworn in at the August 17, 2016, hearing.  At that time a question arose concerning a difference in the bearings for the subdivision between a recorded plat and the new plat submitted by Mr. Bessett.  

To clarify, the surveyor of the plats in question  provided documentation to address the differences in bearings.  He stated that one was based on Magnetic North and the other was based on Vermont State Grid North.  The surveyor’s written explanation satisfied the Board and all parties.  The Project Map was signed.  S. Robinson made a motion to accept the Mylar and corrections that have been made for this particular project and the fact that the Hills and the Bessetts have worked out the previous difficulties because of the previous inconsistencies in the map.  H. DeMars seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.  The Mylar was signed.

H. DeMars made a motion to close Hearing 06-16SKP & FP -- East Shore North Trust.  S. Robinson seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.  The hearing closed.  Mr. and Mrs. Bessett left the building.

H. DeMars opened Hearing #07-16SKP, SPR & FP – Town of Grand Isle.  Interested parties, Mark Cobb, Sr., and William Baron, were sworn in.  Both presented testimony.  M. Cobb, Sr., provided a history of the subject property, referred to as the “Annex.”   H. DeMars made a motion to classify the project as a single lot subdivision.  S. Robinson seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous voice vote.


H. DeMars made a motion to close Hearing #07-16SKP.  S. Robinson seconded.  All voted in favor; the motion passed.

H. DeMars opened Hearing #07-16SPR & FP – Town of Grand Isle – Application for Site Plan Review and Final Plat Review for possible single-lot subdivision for property located at 81 Allen Road, identified by Tax Map Parcel ID #05-02-51.  Mark Cobb, Sr., explained the plan to the Board from a displayed map and stated the reason for wishing to sell the Annex property to the Grand Isle School District is primarily due to costs associated with the property.  Mr. Baron also spoke to the reason for the subdivision.  
The proposal is to subdivide a +/-5.2 acre parcel owned by the Town of Grand Isle into two parcels—one to be +/-1.005 acres and the other to be +/-4.208 acres.  The +/-1.005 acre lot would then be deeded to Grand Isle School District by the Town of Grand Isle along with a +/-0.143 acre parcel obtained via a property transfer with William Baron.  By deed, Mr. Baron will transfer the +/-0.143 acre parcel to the Town of Grand Isle in exchange for a +/-0.755 acre parcel.  Subdividing this property in this fashion will bring the Grand Isle Town parcel into sideline setback compliance.


Discussion between the applicant and the Board included curb cuts and earthen berm, to be done by town employees, a mound system, easement, right-of-way and septic.  A survey was done of the property.

S. Robinson made a motion to approve the Site Plan Review and Final Plat for Hearing #07-16SPR & FP.  H. DeMars seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.
