At 7:03 p.m. H. DeMars, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  F. LaFromboise came into the meeting at 7:05 p.m.  With no change to the order of the Agenda, H. DeMars made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented.  S. Robinson seconded.  The motion passed. 

R. Mitchell, point person for Hearing #08-16CU – Michele Southwick, opened the hearing.  Interested Persons present were Michele and Peter Southwick, Ron Bushway and Jim Labounty.  There were no conflicts of interest or ex parte communication.  The definition of Interested Persons was reviewed and the oath was administered to M. Southwick.  Mitchell then turned the hearing over to Michele Southwick to explain her plans for Conditional Use approval for boat and recreational vehicle storage.  She stated she wished to use an indoor horse arena for winter storage of vehicles, RVs and boats.  Part way into Mrs. Southwick’s testimony, Rachael Griggs came to the meeting in support of the Southwick plan.  R. Mitchell stated anyone who wished to speak should be sworn in and the oath was administered to her and all Interested Persons present for this hearing.  The hearing continued with questions from the Board pertaining to size of the property, number of vehicles that would be stored, smoke detectors or fire alarms, fuel in the vehicles, signs, advertising and whether this would be for winter or year ‘round storage.  There being no further questions from the Board or Interested Persons, H. DeMars made a motion to accept the Southwick’s application for Conditional Use for storage of boats and recreational vehicles.  F. LaFromboise seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.  The motion passed.

H. DeMars made a motion to close Hearing application #08-16 Conditional Use for Michele Southwick to turn her barn into a storage facility.  S. Robinson seconded and Board members voted unanimously by voice vote.

H. DeMars opened Hearing #09-16V & PRW – Godbout Design Build, Inc.  Present at this hearing were Jeff Godbout, Dan Heil, of O’Leary-Burke Civil Associates, PLC, Agent for Mr. Godbout, J. D. Labounty and Ron Bushway.  Those present were administered the oath and Mr. Heil presented to each Board member a letter from David W. Burke of O’Leary-Burke Civil Associates, PLC, dated November 1, 2016.  The subject matter of the letter addresses Right-of-Way Waiver and “Footprint Lots.” 


The Board chose to address the request for Private Road Waiver first.  Mr. Heil stated no changes for Ciara Drive were proposed, that they are seeking a waiver from the 60 foot right of way.  After a brief discussion H. DeMars made a motion to accept a Private Road Waiver for Ciara Drive.  R. Mitchell seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.

The Board then discussed the request for Variance regarding “Footprint Lots” for Lot 1 and Lot 8 at Ciara Drive.  “Footprint Lot” defines land directly beneath a PUD (Planned Unit Development) and was used by the Town of Milton Zoning Development process and shared with the Board by Agent D. Heil.  In this instance the term pertains to the development of Lot 1 and Lot 8 at Ciara Drive.  The Board discussed the Footprint Lots, septic, Common Land, pump stations, waste water, water from Consolidated, the Association, private road, existing sewer and setbacks.  R. Bushway left the building at 7:56 p.m. after this discussion.

During the hearing, a copy of the Decision Amendment for Hearing #07-03AM, dated  June 15, 2006, was made for each Board member.  This Hearing pertains to the Ciara Drive development.  Reviewing the Decision, the Board concluded that a Variance is not necessary.  S. Robinson made a motion that a review of the documentation presented does not support a Variance and necessity for a Variance and the Board adopts the original Decision of Hearing #07-03 dated June 28, 2003, and as amended  June 15, 2006.  H. DeMars seconded.  All DRB members present voted unanimously by voice vote.  The motion passed.

The Minutes for November 2 were reviewed and L. Caron made a motion to accept the Minutes as written.  H. DeMars seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous voice vote of L. Caron, H. DeMars, R. Mitchell and S. Robinson.

The Decision for Hearing #05-16PP – kas, Inc. was reviewed, discussed and signed. 

Nominations for Terms of Office were made as follows:  S. Robinson nominated DRB member Ray Mitchell to a three-year term commencing January 1, 2017, and ending December 31, 2019.  H. DeMars seconded.  S. Robinson, L. Caron and H. DeMars voted in the affirmative.  R. Mitchell abstained.

H. DeMars nominated DRB member Bob Ayres to a one-year term commencing January 1, 2017, and ending December 31, 2017.  R. Mitchell seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

R. Mitchell nominated DRB member Larry Caron to a two-year term of office commencing January 1, 2017, and ending December 31, 2018.  H. DeMars seconded.  H. DeMars, R. Mitchell and S. Robinson voted in favor.  L. Caron abstained.

S. Robinson nominated DRB alternate member Francis LaFromboise to a one-year term commencing January 1, 2017, and ending December 31, 2017.  H. DeMars seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

After a brief discussion, S. Robinson made a motion the Board cancel the DRB meeting scheduled for December 21.  R. Mitchell seconded.  Those present voted unanimously in favor.
