A. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by David Graham, Vice-Chairman.
B.        Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  Bethany Remmers of NRPC unable to attend and will re-schedule for a future date, Selectboard Members present for discussion on Bylaws.  No other agenda changes noted. 
C. Bylaws:  page 79-97 – mainly typos – letter W – ditches & slopes – ; page 80- 3rd bullet – better explanation; page 82 – should have diagram with mirafi; pages 83-88 Stormwater – replace with Model LID/GSI; Appendix D: Wireless Communications; Conditional Use list – add wireless telecom facility; Commercial Light Industrial & Village District – replace “de minimis” with minimal; page 90 – Bylaw cap or no cap (consistency); Item G: Independent not the same font – add “a least”; page 92 12C- questioned why?; 9E- word Collocation – spelled correct? ; Index doesn’t match page numbers – explained document will when completely finalized; 60’ right of way vs. 30’ – meaning of this and when/why did it change; page 24- 4.10.2 Capacity: scatch whole phrase – contact Chris Herrick for guidance; page 26 – Moorings – remove completely; page 32 5.9 Salvage Yard – why is it listed if its not allowed; Graveyard definition – research vessel language – do not want an un-sitely property to exist like in Alburgh; Section 7.9.1 & 7.9.2 – sentences are questions vs. statements.  Talyor Newton should be asked to attend a joint meeting.  Selectboard will be scheduling months with a fifth Monday just for joint meetings.   

D. Capital Budget Plan (Final):  Comments – lots of errors, most members haven’t reviewed completely however no mention of GIVFD, GI Rescue, tractor/mower $200K way too much money, scratch grader – rent if necessary-discouraged with quality & length of time for report from NRPC.  PC years ago put together a plan for 2005-2017 with minimal help from NRPC.  When CIP gets submitted to the Selectboard it should be ready for a rubber stamp of approval.  Tabled until Bethany Remmers in attendance.    

E. Town Plan:  The Plan needs to have the Flood Resilency included or it will not be approved at the Regional level.  The year referenced as 198 is not correct and should be 1988.  PC will to forward to the Selectboard.  Another public hearing will be scheduled for both the Bylaws and Plan.
F. Community Survey:  Jeff Parizo asks members of both boards whether there has been any thought given to the idea of “opting-out” for the Town of Grand Isle which would deny any commercial growing of marijuana.  No real comments.  More to come as things evolve at the State level.  Shawn Mercy has been working on the community survey.  He gave a hard copy to John Lawrence and will scan/email the other SB members.  More discussion on the 1% local option tax as well as a surcharge for use of LCT.  Information needs to be gathered on both before going to the public.  The City of Burlington will be contacted for LCT.   
G. Updates from Other Meeting(s) Attendance –The Selectboard is talking of joint services with South Hero.  Mainly the Town Garage since the building days are numbered.  This past fall there was some discussion which involved shared services for highways, emergency services, administration and waste management.  If a grant was obtained this would give the towns an opportunity to hire a non-bias third party to evaluate and report whether there would be any benefit.
