A.  Meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Andy Paradee, Chair. 

B.  Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  Milton Zoning 
C.  Draft PC letter: Members review the letter drafted by Bethany Remmers of NRPC that explains that the Planning Commission is beginning to develop a Capital Budget and Improvement Program.  They believe it serves the purpose and like the 5 – 10 year timeframe.  Andy Paradee will sign the letter and reach out to Bethany to see what she has planned.  Does the letter get attached to the survey form or is it being sent separately?   David Borthwick-Leslie raises concern for the two water districts in town.  The water districts are not under the direction of the Selectboard but he feels they should also be included.  Follow up with Bethany on this item as well.

D.  Review VT ANR Chloride Standard: Information was given to the board by Linda Effel, ZAO.  Mitch McGrath recommends giving a copy to the Selectboard, Town Garage, Road Foreman and who ever else over sees dumping on the roads.  The other PC members agree.  Melissa Boutin will make copies for those noted above.  
E.  Review Memo Response from Linda Effel, ZAO dated 01/30/15: Recap of Planning Commission’s action on “Grand Isle -Proposed Bylaws Review Memo by NRPC dated  11/11/2014 – Finish up remaining items to the feedback from Taylor Newton – ! items are for the Planning Commission.  Start with item 9: 5.9 Salvage Yards – agree to delete lines & substitute language as suggested and retain last paragraph of existing 5.9.  Delete definition and redo table of contents in the back.  All members agree with Linda as is. !!!!   Next item 15 – Appendix B – Road Standards – reevaluate memo from NRPC dated June 17, 2013.  Some PC members feel that this should not force as long as there is accessibility for emergency response protections – there are enough demands. Others comment good planning practices for future development.  A reference to page 45 of the North Hero Development Regulations – 2) Arrangement under Road Standards reference presently or for future development.  David Borthwick-Leslie comments also the opinion of the DRB – above conditions may be modified where not practical and no reason to continue – Milton agenda item – Mitch McGrath read aloud and DRB also referenced.  Mitch McGrath suggests adding language to the Town Plan where in the opinion of the DRB unless topographic or other condition, make such connections – both need to be in harmony – Bylaws and Town Plan.  This is suggested in item 16 by NRPC to access whether or not proposed changes conflict with the existing Town Plan.  The Planning Commission would like to invite Linda Effel, ZAO in one more time for 2nd meeting in Tuesday, March 17th (no meeting March 3rd due to Annual Town Meeting).  She will be first on the agenda.  Should this be a conflict for her the next meeting of April 7th will be reserved.  Bethany Remmers of NRPC is scheduled for April 21st. 
F. Any Other Meeting Attendance Update:  The Selectboard meeting is scheduled for 02/18/15 – no update.  
G. Town of Georgia – There was a Planning Commission Public Hearing on 02/10/15 – the purpose of the amendments is to maintain the historical character of the lakeshore as well as the scenic view.  No action for the Town of Grand Isle to take.  Also noted are the different dimensional standards depending lot sizes.

H. Old Business:  Exit 17 – David Borthwick-Leslie update Amy Hall confirmed $50K – nothing specific other than from AOT.
I. Old Business:  List of Potential Grants from NRPC – No new updates.  

J. Old Business:  Adopted North Hero Development Regulations – Melissa Boutin has confirmed that what is available on the Town of North Hero’s website is the correct version of their development regulations.   
K. Review and Approve Minutes of February 3, 2015:  02/03/15 – A change is suggested by Mitch McGrath to lump G.I. Rescue and G.I.V.F.D. together with the water districts since there is no town involvement on the budgeting process – their articles impact taxes and are approved by the voters – in/out.
