A. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Andy Paradee, Chairman.
B.        Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  Date correction noted. 
C. Community Survey – tabled until vote done – work on and present to Selectboard.  Shawn update cover letter– Andy questions timeline – before 11/16/16- Capital Budget Plan for November (Presidential) – Bethany is coming in April – no communications from NRPC – both Jeff and Shawn as well as Andy will reach out.

D. Poratti Property:  Morton Steel @ $150 sq. ft.  price depends on size of building.  There is talk of a combined Town Office and Library.  
E. Community Survey:  Jeff Parizo and Shawn Mercy will work on final questions for next meeting.  Andy Paradee has some suggestions as well as David Graham.   Community Park and Ride at Grand Isle State Park for example.  There is an envelope of about 200 acres from the park entrance to Donaldson Road.  Target date – May/June.

F. Bylaws Changes:  address one by one-mostly typos-page 80-ditches & slope – water quality 3rd bullet – “turned out” size stone reference (ask Brad) 1.5”-3” drainage stone; page 83-diagram; page 83-88 Stormwater-replace with model LID/GSI does not need to be in Bylaws-not state statute yet – recommend keeping section 5, 6 – see attached – Commercial Village Light Industrial – Wireless Communications to be included, Agricultural going back into permitted use –Collocation is spelled correctly; Section 4.7- page 23- Access to lots – pertains to private road 60’ vs. 30’ right of way.  Has to be 30’ for lots with no road frontage to get the road, water and utilities in.  Town can require wider than 30’; Capacity – refer to State like waste water – each project is unique/specific-permits are issued by the State of Vermont before coming to the D.R.B.; Moorings-remove Section 4.1.5-can not regulate; Section 5.6-strike out “to single family dwelling”.  Jeff Parizo will do draft looking for punctuation, grammar and possibly send to an English teacher for review.
G. Flood Resiliency need to add to Town Plan.

H. The Bylaws and Town Plan will be ready to move to the Selectboard after the next meeting.  No more changes coming back to the Planning Commission.  Update both documents to be scheduled for final review at Public Hearing of the Selectboard and any further changes if necessary can be done at that time.

I. Updates from Other Meeting(s) Attendance –From the annual Town meeting David Graham mentions the topic of the grand list should increase enough to absorb the additional $14K for expenses as proposed to meet the needs of FY’17.   The Lister”s are triggered to inspect properties by issued building permits.  The Recreation Committee loved the idea of putting a public ice rink behind the Town Office during the winter months.  Discussion on solar/wind power for energy credit.  The Town of Grand Isle joined Rutland’s Resolution that would give municipalities more say in siting of these projects thru the Public Service Board.  There is a general feeling of no transparency with the PSB.    The PSB currently has the final say.  David Graham also mentions advocating the sailing opportunities here as well as the safe environment to potentially attract people to the Islands.  He may write an article to have published in sailing magazines just as a resident’s point of view.
