A. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Andy Paradee, Chairman.
B.        Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  None noted 
C. Capital Budget Plan-Bethany Remmers attending meeting with a revised Plan from February, 2016.  Changes made were reviewed.  Pg 6 – number changes; pg 7 – the significant change noted from the Town Report was the Fire Station Anticipated Bond earned $20K interest; pg 12 – no new changes/plans – just what the Town passed for budgeting purposes.  Replacement of culvert on East Shore Road @ $300K – Town match = 10% ($30K).  Someone will check with Brad to verify permitting/grant FY17 or FY18 to start.  New fire station building needs to be changed to not more than $1.75M as approved by the voters.  Next item to bond for will be the Highway Department building.  CIP is a working document and numbers can be changed as needed.  Discussion on getting the CIP adopted.  Bethany said lots of PR and communication is key.  She will work on changing numbers and getting a digital copy ready for the Planning Commission to have.  
D. NRPC Consultation:  Every three years NRPC inquires with the Towns about how things are going… ongoing are the Bylaws/Town Plan.  Although she has been working closely with Grand Isle on the capital budgeting she asks if there are any other needs/issues?  Jeff explains the PC will be conducting a Town Survey consisting of multiple questions.  Potential future issues will depend on the State of Vermont will regard to commercial harvesting of marijuana,  Federal HUD requirements on new manufactured homes which will need to be installed and inspected by licensed inspectors.  Bethany mentions there will be a training on May 31st early evening on Energy Siting.  Exact time and location are not known yet but more than likely it will be held in St. Albans.  

E. Community Survey:  Jeff Parizo and Shawn Mercy will work together before next meeting to have a draft version ready.
F. Bylaws Changes:  Jeff has the master – road fabric and diagram have been added – pg 87/88.  David refers to pg 9 item 2 – font size seems different; pg 10 consistency with D.R.B. always being capitalized; pg 11 – first bullet “Variances” should be lower case – fourth bullet change to lower case “d” Should the reference be changed from “Proposed Bylaws…” to “Proposed Zoning Bylaws…” ? - will check to see which is accurate and correct reference to be consistent throughout document; pg 23 item 7 middle section single space instead of multiple – believe in most cases where words look like there are more spaces is due from the format being “justified”.  No other changes discussed.  Planning Commission will pass document on to the Selectboard at the April 18, 2016 meeting. 
G. Town Plan:  The Flood Resiliency will be put in the back of the Town Plan – fits well there.  All board members agree.  Town Plan will be passed on to the Selectboard at the same time as the Bylaws. 

H. Updates from Other Meeting(s) Attendance – David Graham mentions north of the Grand Isle State Park entrance a problem with hill and line of site distances.  No other curb cut in place for use except existing park entrance.
