A. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Jeff Parizo.  David Graham, Vice-Chair arrives after.
B.        Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  None noted and no guests. 
C. Capital Budget Plan-Update if needed- All PC members attended the Selectboard meeting last evening.  Shawn Mercy reviewed and explained the status of Capital Budget Plan.  Some items are waiting to be updated such as the square footage and cost numbers for the new Fire Station.  Currently the Selectboard is entertaining discussion/proposed costs and plans from Wiemann and Lamphere and Morton Buildings.  The numbers can be plugged into the Plan once received.  The John Deere tractor is too expensive.  PC is already getting better numbers.  Shawn received a ballpark figure from Harvest Equipment…$135K for mower, cab (A/C & heat) and loader.  CCR was supposed to submit a number but after asking twice Shawn is not asking again.  Also waiting for Bethany Remmers to add the additional column for grand list/property taxes.  Keep pushing forward.     
D. Community Survey:  Discussion regarding questions for the survey:  consolidation, marijuana and one for interior permitting.  PC members are on the fence about interior permits. It is not about receiving additional permitting fees, really more about the real estate values that are not being captured.  The Town does not get re-assessed until it meets certain criterial of the State.  Last town-wide reappraisal was done in 2008.  Shawn will word a question and check with the Lister’s.  Currently waiting for Library and Recreation to respond with anything they might want asked.  Shawn plans to work with the font and format.  The layout and folding will need to be addressed once finalized.  The consensus of the PC Board is the Selectboard should approve before sending out. 
E. Town Plan:  An update Town Plan will be needed for Energy Provision which pertains to solar siting and also Forestry Plan.  The Legislator is discussing now so any changes will not happen to the Plan until late fall.  Will do the same as before by adding a chapter to the back of the document like the Flood Resiliency chapter.  Hopefully NWPC will have generic language to insert.  The current Town Plan as well as the Bylaws in the hands of the SB.  They need to make their own if any revisions, hold public hearing, approve and adopt.  The SB has final say.  Their changes whether adding or deleting, they need to do and have a public hearing.  Both documents need to be finalized. 

F. Updates from Other Meeting(s) Attendance – All attended SB meeting-nothing else to update.  David Graham provides information on a man from Massachusetts who was working on his family genealogy, has a relative buried here in the Grand Isle Cemetery.  A very interesting story of a family member who served in the Revolutionary War as well as every generation served in the military since then.  Masons, American Legion, Museum of Camp Johnson, Historical Society will all be at a planned dedication at the cemetery on 05/28/16 at noon.  A reception will follow at St. Joseph’s Church.  Thought this would be a nice for community awareness.  David Graham will be putting a press release to the Islander.
