A. Meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM by Andy Paradee. 

B.        Amend Agenda for Matters not listed (New):  Nothing changed to the agenda. 
C. Capital Budget Plan Update with Bethany Remmers of NRPC:  Present this evening bringing a new time line showing proposed target dates to wrap things up.  She met with Brad Sheridan today and is waiting for the culvert inventory to be completed.  Bethany has also brought the draft plan for Highgate to show and use as the backbone for Grand Isle.  Updating the data information to the town of Grand Isle’s needs/wants.  No other meetings have occurred other than with highway.
