CEMETERY MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 10, 2019
Meeting was called to order at 3:40 p.m. by Merritt Vantine, Chairman
Present: Lucille Campbell, Val Hunter, Sue Lawrence, Ilyo McCray, Merritt Vantine
Lucille moved to approve the July 1, 2019 minutes, Val seconded, motion passed with Sue abstaining.
Val moved to approve August 13, 2019 minutes, Sue seconded, motion passed with Ilyo and Merritt abstaining.
Merritt reported on discussion with Jeff Parizo, Select Board member, concerning 2020-2021 cemetery budget. Jeff was concerned that the Cemetery Commission would inflate the budget for the coming fiscal year. Merritt assured Jeff that was not the case in the current budget. Merritt suggested that the Cemetery budget be level funded in view of the impending bond for the town garage. Jeff was satisfied with that. Cemetery Commission consensus was that level funding the Cemetery budget was appropriate.
Discussion about the overly large flag placed by the Vincent family. Sue will draft a letter to Gary Vincent notifying him that the flag must be removed within 2 weeks or the Commissioners will remove it.
No contact yet with Bruce Dubuque regarding the overgrown evergreens on the Savage lot.
The grapevine and young trees on the fence line have not been removed. Sue to remind Ron Bushway.
Sue will meet with Ann Marie Harris at the Cemetery on Sept. 23 to discuss exchanging the current Harris lot for the vacant town-owned Murray lot, at a cost to the Harris family of $500.
Discussion of Concise Version of Cemetery Rules and Regulations which will be given to every lot purchaser. Sue moved to approve Concise Version, Ilyo seconded, passed.
Discussion of amending full version of Rules and Regulations to reflect expanded flag regulation. Amended section will read: “Small American flags in standards will be provided by the Cemetery Commission for Veterans’ graves. Other flags must be approved by the Cemetery Commission.” Lucille moved, Val seconded to amend flag section in full version of the rules, passed.

No response from VLCT concerning denial of claim for fence damage. Sue will contact them again.

Sue met with Michael White of White’s Fencing to discuss repair of damaged fence using a 2-section swinging gate rather than a rolling gate. He will give an estimate.

Other items not on agenda.
