GRAND ISLE DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD
MINUTES OF APRIL 18, 2018

Chairman Francis LaFromboise called the meeting to order at 6 p.m.  Roll call was taken.

F. LaFromboise opened Hearing #03-18SKP – Brian McNeil and Judy Westlake and read the warning then turned the hearing over to Kristy Wheel, point person.  Clerk interrupted to ask about the order of the Agenda.  B. Atherton made a motion to accept the Agenda as written.  J. Steffen seconded.  All voted in favor.

K. Wheel then reviewed the order of events and asked if there were any conflicts of interest or ex parte communication.  There were none.  The definition of interested persons was reviewed and the oath was administered to Jay Buermann, of Buermann Engineering, LLC, Agent for the applicants, to Robert Schell, interested person, and to David Capen, Board alternate.  Those present were asked to identify themselves for the record when speaking, and the hearing was turned over to Mr. Buermann to explain the proposed project.

On a map, Mr. Buermann indicated that the applicants are dividing their 13-acre parcel of land on Lovers Lane into two parcels and creating a new residential lot of approximately 1.35 acres and retaining approximately 11.6 acres around their  residence.  Buermann said there is a proposed 60-foot right-of-way across the south end of the smaller lot and easements.  D. Capen asked about the proposed wastewater easement, and Buermann explained the need for a 25-foot easement away from a property line and for construction and maintenance.  D. Capen also asked about a 20-foot access that runs across the proposed lot.  Buermann explained that Mr. McNeil has worked the property quite extensively and there are trails which are valuable to him for the larger property.

R. Schell said he is in receipt of a plan dated October 24, 2017, that shows five additional houses on the property.  He asked about the future environmental impact.  J. Longo said that was not information before the Board this evening but K. Wheel said it was a question addressed to Mr. Buermann.  Buermann said two different processes are being worked.  One is through the town to create a single lot for the interested person of the applicants.  He also said water and wastewater permitting is being worked through the State for conceptual future development which may or may not go anywhere.  R. Schell asked Mr. Buermann if he would again review the applicants’ intended use of the right of way.  Buermann explained that it is on the south-facing border which roughly lines up with the trail that is there and said the applicants plan to retain access to the larger property.  


J. Longo made a motion to classify this as a sketch plan for a single lot subdivision.  B. Atherton seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

ZAO – L. Effel reported there is activity but, to date, no new applications. 


Clerk. At the last meeting on April 4, a change had been suggested for the Minutes of March 21, 2018, which were voted that evening as approved with the requested change, but they were not signed.  The change was made by the clerk, reviewed this evening, and the Minutes of March 21 were signed by the Chair.  The Minutes of April 4, 2018, were reviewed.  J. Longo made a motion to accept the Minutes of April 4, 2018, as written.  F. LaFromboise seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

Clerk advised the Board that a new Motion was needed for Hearing #08-07FP to rescind a motion made November 15, 2017.  Hearing #08-07FP was recessed to date and time certain of May 16, 2018, at 7 p.m.  With the Board’s trial period of starting meetings at 6 p.m., a new motion was needed to change the time from 7 p.m. to 6 p.m.
  
F. LaFromboise motioned to change the time of the Sylvester hearing at 7 p.m. on May 16 to the same date at 6 p.m.  J. Steffen seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

Clerk said she will not be present on April 30, 2018, a 5th Monday, and asked if someone could go in her place.  J. Longo volunteered to go.


Under Old Business, clerk reported she had contacted George McCain’s office for a full size map showing a revision of the Dubuque property and that has been received.

J. Longo made a motion to go into deliberative session to discuss the draft decision for Hearing #02-18PP – Dubuque and to invite in David Capen, Linda Effel, ZAO, and the clerk.  F. LaFromboise seconded.  All voted unanimously in favor by voice vote.
