The meeting was called to order at 6:01 p.m. by Chairman F. LaFromboise. Roll call was taken.  The order of the Agenda was reviewed.  ​​​J. Longo made a motion to accept the Agenda as written. _F. LaFromboise seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

ADMINISTRATIVE BUSINESS.  With no hearings this evening, the Board turned to L. Effel for ZAO updates.  She circulated to those present a copy of paragraph 2 of the “Conditions” template which is standard for all decisions.  L. Effel asked for the Board’s interpretation of that paragraph based on Zoning Bylaws sections 2.4 and 2.5.2, Subdivision Regulations section 7.5, and Subdivision Regulations section 7.13.7.   All members present focused on and were firm about the sentence in paragraph 2 which states “There shall be ‘no change’…”  They further decided an applicant wanting to change a decision would have to pay the fee and apply again to amend a previous decision which would therefore result in a new hearing and decision.  All four members polled were unanimously in agreement.  It was also noted that Grand Isle no longer has a “grandfather clause.”  

F. LaFromboise made a motion to accept the Minutes of September 5, 2018, as written.  B. Atherton seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.  

F. LaFromboise made a motion to accept the Minutes of September 19, 2018, as written.  K. Wheel seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.  The Minutes for both meetings were signed.

With no upcoming hearings and lack of time for warning, J. Longo made a motion to cancel the meeting of October 17, 2018.  B. Atherton seconded.  All voted in favor by voice vote.

Because there are no applications pending at present for the meeting of November 7, the Board discussed whether to hold or cancel that meeting.  J. Longo made a motion to cancel the November 7, 2018, meeting if there is no application for hearing.  F. LaFromboise seconded and those present voted in favor by voice vote.

OLD BUSINESS.

Clerk informed those present that the Decision for Hearing #08-18CU – Grand Isle County Sheriff Department was signed by J. Longo, Co-Chair, on September 25, 2018, and mailed by Certified Mail to Sheriff Ray Allen the same day.  Stating that the applicant was the only person present for that hearing, the clerk asked L. Effel, who was absent from Hearing #08-18CU, whether a Waiver of Right to Appeal could have been prepared.    The question generated other questions and discussion after which L. Effel said “Yes, it could have as long as there were no interested persons.”
