Under Old Business -- responding to a question asked by P. Lekkas at the meeting on June 5, 2019, Clerk gave everyone a copy of her email response to Brett and Joan Sylvester.  The Sylvesters had asked if their hearing could be recessed for one year rather than six months at a time.  Mr. Lekkas asked if anyone had talked with the Sylvesters regarding their request.  Clerk stated to the Sylvesters that their hearing application began in 2007; therefore they are following the Bylaws of 2007 which stipulates a hearing may be recessed for 180 days at a time.
