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CEMETERY MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 8, 2019
Meeting was called to order at 3:33 p.m. by Merritt Vantine, Chairman
Present: Lucille Campbell, Val Hunter, Sue Lawrence, Ilyo McCray, Merritt Vantine
Val moved to approve the September 10, 2019 minutes, Ilyo seconded, motion passed. 
Ilyo reported that he removed the over-large flag from the Vincent grave as it was too tattered to leave up. It will be left at the Town Office for the family to pick up. Sue reported that she saw Gary Vincent and advised him the flag could not be on the grave. Lucille will send an official letter to Gary Vincent, including the Cemetery Rules, stating that the flag is not allowed.
Sue spoke to Marianne Dubuque who gave permission to remove the overgrown evergreens from the Savage lot.
Ron Bushway will see about removing the grape vines and young trees.
The rose bushes on the Hazen lot have been removed by the family.
Merritt moved to deposit into the Cemetery account $500 received in payment for the work that needs to be done to switch the Harris lot to the vacant town-owned lot. Val seconded, motion passed.
Full version of Cemetery Rules with revised flag section were signed by the Commission.
No estimate of repair of the damaged fence has been received. VLCT says the fence is not covered under their policy for the Town. Commissioners’ consensus was to take the issue to the Select Board on Oct. 21 to express concern over that, as well as what other Town properties may not be covered.
Enough survey pins have been found to allow work on extension of road.  Carl Penske will do it this fall if he has time. No others interested in the job.
Merritt moves to level fund the 2020-2021 Cemetery budget at $44,000. Ilyo seconds, all in favor.
Merritt requested that another Cemetery caretaker be hired on a on-call basis to do digging for cremains placement, cornerstones, filling sunken spots and miscellaneous maintenance. Sue will ask Wade Lawrence if he is interested and what his hourly rate would be.
Sue has sent required paperwork to Cecile Roy to allow burial of non-family member in the Roy plot in Section F.
Ilyo reported that two stones in Section A need to be repaired. Pepin will be contacted to do work.
Ilyo suggested that the Cemetery Commission purchase a laptop computer to use in the field to update grave records. Discussion followed concerning cemetery record keeping software. Ilyo will do some preliminary research.
Discussion about allowing green burials, no decision reached.
Next meeting Nov. 12, 2019 at 3:30.
Sue moved to adjourn, Val seconded. Meeting adjourned at 5: 17 p.m.
