J. Steffen asked if there were any amendments to the Agenda.  J. 



Steffen made a motion to accept the Agenda as written, F. LaFromboise 


seconded the motion and all voted in favor by voice vote.

J. Steffen opened #02-2022SKP (P. Lekkas-Point Person).  P. Lekkas confirmed that members can hear each other along with the public. He then reviewed the order of events and asked if there were any conflicts of interest or ex parte communication.  P. Lekkas
He administered the oath to the 
applicant and interested party.


P. Lekkas then asked J. Buermann to explain the project. This is the same plan as the #02-21SKP which the board determined the subdivision would be consider a major subdivision. An error by the clerk, the classification letter called it a minor subdivision. 

J. Buermann presented his case for the minor classification using the town bylaws to support his case. After discussion the board agreed and the project will be classified as a minor subdivision with the condition that Lot 4 becomes a common area that can not be built on. It will be owned by the three owners equal and undivided. The Master’s stated they liked the intent.
D. Capen made the motion to classify #02-2022SKP as a minor subdivision. J. Steffen seconded the motion and all voted in favor by voice vote.
J. Steffen opened #02-22FP-Lucy Bird Masters-Waiver of Private Roads Standards and Final Plat on Allen Road as identified by Tax Parcel ID #05.02.74.1
J. Steffen turned it over to point person P. Lekkas. He reviewed the order of events and asked if there were any conflicts of interest or ex parte communication. He administered the oath to the applicant and interested party.
Jay Buermann started by saying that there are three changes to be made to the draft survey map. He explained how the application addresses specific bylaws.

Jay Buermann then explained the application for Waiver of Private Roads Standards. The private road will be named Wintering Field. There are variants to the standards- 15” culvert which has been approved by VTrans. The proposed private road access to Allen Road has been approved by VTrans and will be at or more than the required 60 degree angle.

D. Capen questioned the frontage or access. Lucy Bird Masters purchased property identified as Tax Parcel ID# 050266 separately.

F. LaFromboise questioned the width of the road and Jay Buermann stated that is the required 24’. F. LaFromboise would like to see it be 30’ for emergency vehicle access.


P. Lekkas made a motion to close hearing #02-22FP. J. Steffen seconded the motion and all voted by voice in favor.

D. Capen made a motion to approve application #02-22FP & Waiver of Private Roads Standards upon review of written decision with conditions. F. LaFromboise seconded the motion and all voted by voice in favor.
